About the Cover
In October 2025, Howard County joined over 90 other schools across the state that offer girls flag  
football programs. Since the program did not launch during the regular fall high school season this year, 
the Department of Recreation and Parks established a free league. This allowed athletes to begin playing 
in 2025, rather than waiting until Fall 2026 when the Howard County public schools are expected to run 
the program as part of the regular fall sports lineup.

If space is available, a $75 non-refundable registration fee is 
required to enroll. 

If a program has already filled, you may place your child’s 
name on the waiting list at no cost. 

All RLC programs have a behavioral policy with standards of 
conduct enforced through the use of discipline, up to and 
including suspension and expulsion from the program. The 
primary concern of the Department must be the safety and 
well-being of all participants, even though it may cause an 
inconvenience to parents in a particular case. The Department 
makes every effort to assist children and their parents in 
modifying a child’s behavior before their actions become a 
serious enough threat to require suspension.
